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Brain Drain and Development in Egypt
Egypt policy in the past was that of attracting foreigners with high skills. Today, the trend is reversed and Egypt is witnessing a considerable permanent emigration of university educated people. The graying of the EU countries and the change of strategy towards 'a knowledge based economy' is likely to propel more highly skilled emigration from Egypt.
